For 2010, the workgroup decided to continue its advocacy work on climate change in the context of the UNFCCC process and also to develop a proposed policy paper on environmental degradation and the built environment.Climate changeIn January 2009, the workgroup produced a set of recommendations, which were approved by the 182nd Council session in May 

2009. A WMA conference on health and climate change took place on 1 September, 2009 in Copenhagenfurther development of WMA recommendations, based on the contributions from invited experts. Following further revision of the recommendations after this conference, the WMA resolution was approved by the Council at its pre-Assembly meeting and then adopted (as the Delhi declaration
